Vocabulary

Absorption - Occurs when light stops as it hits an opaque object

Light Energy - visible energy from the sun and other sources. It is a form of energy which our sense of sight can detect. It is made of electromagnetic radiation and travels in a straight path. 


Opaque - an object is opaque when all light is absorbed or reflected, does not allow light to pass through
Pitch - the highness or lowness of a sound

Prism - something that bends light, but is not a lens
Reflection - when light bounces off of an object

Refraction - when light is bent as it moves through one kind of matter to another

Sound Energy - energy transmitted by vibrations in the air

Translucent - allows light to pass through but scatters it so that whatever is behind it can't be clearly seen

Transmit - to pass through

Transparent - allows light to pass through so that whatever is behind can be seen

Vibrate - to move quickly back and forth

Visible Spectrum - light energy that humans can see
Volume - the loudness or softness of a sound

Wavelength - the distance from a point on a wave to the same point on the next wave
