· What is the process called that producers use to make their food? (Photosynthesis.) What does a plant need in order for photosynthesis to occur? (water, sunlight, and carbon dioxide)

· Be able to recognize examples of each: 

· Producer: oak tree, algae
· Consumer: frog, elephant
· Decomposer: mushrooms, bacteria, and fungus
· What is a food chain? What is a food web? 
· How are food chains and food webs similar and different?
· What are the different roles of the organisms (producer vs. consumer) in a food chain or food web? 

· Explain how energy is transferred in a food chain or food web using a diagram. (Think about which way the arrows point.)

· Understand how changes in an ecosystem could potentially affect other organisms in the food chain or food web. (Example: loss of habitat or drought.)
· Understand that organisms play many roles in their ecosystem. For example: a tree can provide oxygen, shelter, and food for animals.
